Il the sign says “Shorl Roule” under the roule
number, 1he LAY is not going 1o the end of the line,
if it has black prinfing on & yeliow background
which says " Noi In Service™ or "Charter™, the car
will noft pick up PASSENQETS.

When You Board

The LOW FRONT STEP makes boarding much
easier, especially for senior citizens and handicag-
ped persons. The step is just 10 inches from the
ground compared io 14 inches on old sireelcars.
A NEW FARE BOX counts your money elec-
tronically and signals when the proper fare has
been deposiled. Please remember 1o have your
fare ready In axacl change.

As You Ride

The IMPROVED SEATING ARRAMGEMENT
places a line of single seals along the right side of
the car batwean the fronl and center doors, and op-
posite the center doors are three single seals. This
tvelps passengers enter, exit and mowve through the
car more Ireely and comioriably.,

AIR CONDITIONING AND HEATING are produc:
ed in a combined, aulomatically eantrofied comior
system — Compared 1o old cars which have no air
conditioning and unrafiable heaiing,
ACCELERATION CONTROLS make the LAV start
and operale as smoothly as a gasoline or diesel
powered vehicle. The familiar jerky mation of an ald
trolley car is gone.

When You Leave

The STOFP REQUEST SYSTEM removes any
doubt of whethar wour signal was heard or not,
When the operalor announces your stop, pull the
cord along the window of push the button al the
canier doors, A chime will sound and a “Siop Re-
quested” sign will light up on the operalor's con-
sole and at the froni and center doors. If these blue
and white signs are already |i1, someone elge hes
eignalled and the nex! siop will be made. (Thig is
frue even | you're in the second car ol a two car
frain, LAY trains ang discussed below.)

You should use the CENTER DOORS when you
leave the car. A% soon as the green light comes on,
step down onto the door mal and the"doors will
open automatically. For added safely, a
WARNING ALARM will sound just as the doors

starl to closs.

Multiple Unit (MU) Operation

Untll now, when you h:"’e g#an hwo old cars
operating iogethar ¥OU KNEW one of them was
disabled. That will not be the case with the new
LRVs — they can be coupled inlo trains of up to

lour cars.

Wwhen LRVE are coupled, so are thair electrical and
air systems,. S0, il a car does become disabled |
can be coupled to anoihar LAY and kepl in sarvice.
Please remeambear thal a “Siop Requas!’” made in
ane car will sound chimes and Bght up all signs in
bath vehicles.

A Few Safety Reminders

The LAV's fronl and center doors open in. Dona't
stand on ihe boltommos! slep, and never lsave
unallended youngsiers standing In stairsalls, Wait
lo¢ e green light belore slepping down.

If there is an emergancy, the front and cenler doors
can ba opanad manually. Pull the door handie
foward you.

When leaving an LRV [or any SEPTA wehicle that
slops with an open traffic lane beside i), be sure (o
Inak lar vehiches altempting 1o pass illegally balon
stepping down,

Il your LAY |5 delayed in a subway lunnel [oul not al
a station) do not get off the car unless specifically
directed to do 50 by 1he operator, Listen carefully to
hig or hir melreci:ons.
